A Mennonite Communion Liturgy

Who is invited to the Lord’s Table?

All are invited. The young and the old, the rich and the poor, the lowest and the
least, sinners and saints together in communion. Let us find our place here where
there are no strangers, outcasts, or unwelcome foreigners, only brothers and sisters
in the eyes of God.

Why do we give thanks at this table?

We give thanks because Jesus shows us the way.

We give thanks because Jesus is the Way to life.

Jesus is a gift from God to bless and redeem the world. His name, Immanuel, means
God with us. Therefore, we come to his table in gratitude and thanksgiving for his
life and for our life in him.

Why do we share bread and juice at this table?

We share the bread because on the night before Jesus died, he shared bread with his
friends. He gave them bread, saying: “This is my body which is given for you. Do
this in remembrance of me.”

Then he took a cup of wine, saying: “Drink from this cup. This is my blood of the
new covenant which is poured out for many for the forgiveness of sins. Do this in
remembrance of me.”

What do we remember at this table?

We remember Jesus’ birth among us and his presence with us always.
We remember his life and his love.

We remember his sacrificial death on the cross.

We remember the resurrection and his promise of eternal life.

We remember our hope of seeing him again.

Let us pray:

God of grace, thank you for this bread and juice, and for the gift of your Son, Jesus Christ.
God of hope, fill these sacred gifts before us and each of your children gathered here today
with your Holy Spirit, that we might have the wisdom to understand the mystery of this table
and the depth, height, and breadth of your love for us. Through this holy meal, strengthen
us to be followers of Jesus, a community of faith and peace in a broken world. Amen.
